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Tuesday, February 1st is the start of the Lunar New Year where we'll say goodbye to the Ox and

hello to the the Tiger!  People who fall under the Tiger zodiac are said to be natural leaders, strong,

assertive, brave, and inspiring!

Did you know that tigers have extremely acute hearing? Cats in general can hear sounds up to 60

kHz, whereas a human's upper auditory range is about 20 kHz. Their ability to detect really high

pitched sounds enables them to hear their prey! They can also rotate their ears like a radar dish to

hear potential prey deep in the forest. 

In addition to their great sense of hearing, tigers have the ability to produce sounds below 20Hz

(human's typically can't hear below 20Hz). This low pitched sound, called infrasound, can travel long

distances, cut through structures and forests, and pass through mountains, and is a helpful tool in

their communication.  Also, their roar is not for the faint of heart and has been clocked at

frequencies bellow 18Hz and as loud as 114 decibels. For reference, hearing becomes

uncomfortable for humans above 110 decibels. A tiger's hearing and communication is what makes

them such great hunters!

Mr. Coleman is the first legally deaf offensive player in the NFL. He lost

his hearing around the age of three due to genetic reasons and wears

hearing aids. He was told throughout his life that he wouldn't make it

as a professional football player, but he defied the naysayers and made

it to the NFL and won the Super Bowl with the Seahawks in 2014! He

also launched a nonprofit Derrick L. Coleman Jr. No Excuses Foundation

to give back to people in need who have hearing loss.

Ms. Catchings is a 4 time Olympic gold medalist in basketball and a

former WNBA player for the Indiana Fever. She was born with a hearing

loss and wore hearing aids. She recalls in an ESPN interview "I

remember being teased for the way I looked with my big, clunky

hearing aids and the speech problems that accompanied the hearing

impairment. Every day was a challenge for me...In the classroom kids

could make fun of me for being different. On the soccer field (my first

sport) and eventually on the basketball court, they couldn't..."

Ms. Briscoe is a New York Times bestselling author of romantic and

historical fiction. Born with a hearing loss, she wore hearing aids and

and eventually received a cochlear implant. However, her hearing loss

never slowed her down! Some of her popular works include "Money

Can't Buy Love" and "Big Girls Don't Cry" and appeared on numerous

best sellers lists. Her first novel, "Sisters and Lovers", sold more than

600,000 copies!
